The Bachelor of Science in Health Studies degree program is an online,
post-professional degree completion program for individuals who
possess professional credentials in a clinically-based allied health
discipline from a community college or technical program. The course
of study is designed to provide career and academic advancement for
current practitioners who wish to assume increasing responsibility in
their current positions or in a related area of health care.

Program Summary

The Health Studies program may allow transfer of coursework from an
allied health credential toward the open electives. Up to 30 hours not
normally accepted for transfer credit at FHSU may be accepted toward
this program. Students should speak with an advisor to determine if
health related credits typically not accepted at FHSU maybe applicable to
this program.
